Odesa Regional Academy of In-Service Education (hereinafter - the Academy), represented
by the rector of Zadorozhna Liubov Kyrylivna, acting on the basis of the Statute, on the one
hand, and Continuing Education Institute, Chisinau, represented by the rector of Caisin
Simion Matfeevici, acting on the basis of the Statute, on the other hand and are collectively
referred to as the Parties, have entered into this Agreement as follows:

1. The subject of the agreement

1.1. The Parties undertake to cooperate in the feld of education, teaching, research and
information activities, information and advisory services, mutual exchange of
experience and professional development to improve the quality of training of
participants in the educational process, consolidation of theoretical knowledge and
their practical application In professional activities.

1.2. Considering the mutual interest, the Parties agreed to work together to: ensure the
academic mobility of participants in the educational process, namely the ability of

1.4. The agreement does not anticipate financial obligations to the Parties and is
implemented on a partnership basis.

2. Rights and obligations of the Parties

pedagogical and scientific-pedagogical workers (with the prior written consent of the
parties);

2.1.2.receive all necessary information to fulfill the terms of this Agreement and to
cooperate;

2.1.3. acquire other rights arising from the content of this Agreement.

2.2. The parties are obliged to:

2.2.1.ensure free and equal access to the representatives of the Parties to information on
educational, teaching and research activities and on available academic mobility
programs;

2.2.2.publish on the site information on the possibility of participation of those who take
part in the educational process in academic exchange programs;



2.2.3.provide an opportunity for participants in the educational process to participate in

sclentific conferences, round tables, symposia, competitions, present their research
papers for publication, use educational, scientific, scientific and methodological,
production facilities;

2.2.4.provide assistance in carrying out, under this agreement, joint activities aimed at

cooperation in the field of educational, teaching, research activities, information and
advisory services, mutual exchange of experience, professional development and
internships of research and teaching staff;

through the establishment of joint research and creative groups.

Organization and holding of joint seminars, conferences and other events on topical
issues of pedagogical science and practice, training of pedagogical and scientific-
pedagogical staff, professional development.

Providing opportunities for students to develop personal and professional
competencies through formal and nen-formal education in the specialty "Educational,
pedagogical sciences”,

Providing opportunities for continuing education and internships of research and
teaching staff.

Facilitate mutual exchange of higher education seekers, scientific and pedagogical and
other personnel (with the prior written consent of the parties).

4. Final provisions

The Agreement is signed in two copies and is kept in one copy in each of the Parties.
All issues, problems and differences that may arise in the process of implementation
of this Agreement, the Parties undertake to resolve through mutual negotiations,
taking into account the interests of both Parties.

This agreement does not affect the obligations of the Parties regarding their
contractual relations with other legal entities and individuals and does not impose
any financial obligations on the Parties.
